Passport Verification Procedures Office of International Services

Welcome to USC. Before registering for classes or receiving the USCard, all incoming international students
are required to complete the Passport Verification procedure in person. This is to ensure that the required
documents are placed on file at the Office of International Services (OIS). Passport Verification can be
completed in the following stages:

1. Complete the New Student Information Form

2. Make photocopies of the following documents
(DO NOT CUT COPIES. Submit Copieson 8 %” x 11 paper):

» Page 1 of your USC 1-20 (for F-1 students) or page 1 of your DS-2019 (for J-1 students)
> Your 1-94 card (front and back sides)
» Your student F-1 or J-1 visa

» The Information page of your passport indicating your passport number, passport photo, and
the expiration date

NOTE: Make copy of your 1-20 or DS-2019 form AFTER entering the U.S.

3. Attend Passport Verification Session and bring the following documents:

» Completed Permanent Record Form (see attached)
> Photocopies of your immigration documents listed above in #2
» Your USC I-20 form (or DS-2019 form)

» Your passport
